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INTRODUCT ION

The purpose of the Tuscaloosa Trend Regional Data Search and Synthesis study
was to survey the Information describing the physical, chemical, geological,
biological and socloeconamic processes Important In the Trend ecosystem.
Based on this information, a synthesis report was prepared and gaps In the
avallable information were Identifled to help direct future data collection
efforts. A wide varlety of Information was acquired and reviewed during
the study Including journal articles, books, reports, conference proceedlngs,
theses, dissertations, and data sets. In order to effectively catalog this
information, a computerlized bibliographic data base was created. This guide
des-ribes the protocols employed in implementing the data base and provides
some additional iInformation which will help others utilize the data base.

IDENTIFICATION OF RELEVANT CITATIONS

Relevant |l1terature and data sets were Initially lidentified through searches
of commercial computerized bibliographic data bases. Table 1 lists the data
bases searched together with a brief discusslion of thelr contents. Typically
these data bases contain a bibllographic citation, various keywords and
descriptors, and In many cases an abstract. The data bases were searched using
an Interactive query language which allowed a user to define the geographlc,
temporal, and subject area of Interest. Search strategles were developed
for each data base by reviewing the vendor's documentation and controlled
vocabulary |ist. Appropriate geographic and subject descriptors were chosen
from the controlled vocabulary |ist, and these terms were combined with the
loglcal operators AND, OR, and NOT to seiectively retrieve those citations
of interest to the study area.

The citations and abstracts retrieved from the computerized searches were
reviewed and those documents relevant to the study area were acquired from
federal, state, and academic |libraries. The |lbrary catalogs were also
reviewed to locate other pertinent |iterature which was not |isted In the
computerized data bases. The computerized searches and |ibrary visits were
supplemented by personal contacts with federal, state and academic researchers

working In the northeastern Gulf of Mexico. The |ibrary visits and personal

contacts were especially useful In lidentifying dissertations, theses, data
sets, and unpubl ished "gray |lterature" pertinent to the study area.

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE COMPUTERIZED BIBL IOGRAPHIC DATA BASE

To ensure the uniformity and integrity of the data base, a standard format
Indexing vocabulary were employed. A two-sided form was used to record
citations and annotations for entry into the data base. Figure la il lustrates
the slide used for the citations while Figure 1b shows the slide used for
the abstracts. The format described in the third edition of the Counclil of
Biology Editors (CBE) Style Manua! (Councll of Biology Editors 1972) was used
in recording the citations unless otherwise noted. The following paragraphs
describe each of the citation parts and provide additional Information on the

protocols used.

Accession Number. The accession number is a five digit number which uniquely
Identifies each citation. When a document was acquired, the reviewer consulted
a list of accession numbers, assigned the next available number to the
document, and crossed the number off the |ist. The number was written on
the cover or title page of the document and on the cltation form (Figure 1a).

Author(s). All author names are reported with the surname first followed by
a comma and the initials of the first and middle names. A semicolon is used as
a delimiter for the fleld. In the case of joint authorship, each name follows
the single author format and the authors are separated by a semicolon. This
differs from the CBE format, but provides uniformity when searching the data
base for specific authors. Many reports published by committees, government
agencies or other organizations do not |ist the authors of the repbrf. In

these cases, the organlzation, editor, or chairperson was used as the author.

Year. For an article, the year shown In the journal was used as the year
of publlication. For a book, the year on the title page was used, or if no
date was given there, the latest copyright date on the reverse side of the
title page was used. The year field is ended with a period.

Title. The wording, spellling and punctuation of the title were copied as they
appeared on the document. Only the first word and proper nouns in the title
were capitalized and the fleld ended with a period.

Publ Isher. Sclientific Jjournals were abbreviated In accordance with standard
bibl tographic practices. If there no abbreviation existed, the word was
spelled out. Single word jJournal names such as Phytopathology were not
abbrevliated. The volume number of a periodical was expressed In arabic
numerals even [f the origlinal volume numbers were roman numerals. Inclusive
page numbers followed the volume number with a colon separating the volume
and page numbers. For a book, the name and city of the publisher were |lIsted,
separated by a comma and ended with a period. The total number of pages In
the book fol lowed next, and the fleld ended with a period. |

Geographic and SubjJect Descriptors. Descriptors are words assigned to a
document to reflect the content of the item Indexed. The retrlevablility of
citations depends on the proper selection of descriptors. Two classes of
descriptors were used In the data base. Geographlic descriptors speclfy the
location(s) considered In the document, while the subject descriptors Index
the major topics discussed. Both of these descriptor types were stored In the
same fleld.

In order to ensure consistency and compatability in indexing the |iterature, a
controlled vocabulary was developed. The Oceanic Abstracts vocabulary |ist was
used wherever possible (Data Courier iInc. 1980). A |ist of the geographlic and
subject descriptors arencluded as Appendice A and B respectively. A total of
ten to flfteen descriptors were assigned to each document. Only proper names
were caplitalized in the descriptor fleld. The descriptors were separated by
a semicolon and the fleld was ended with a semicolon. Three to flve geographic
terms were used with balance devoted to subject indexing. The geographic
descriptors were hlerarchical and Included state names together with specific
habitat and hydrologic terms. Descriptors assigned by %the publlisher were
used If these descriptors appeared In the controlled vocabulary Ilst. If the
publ Isher assigned descriptors were not found in the controlled vocabuiary,
the reviewer attempted to find suitables synonyms in the Iist. If this failed,
new words were added to the controlled vocabulary. In those cases were no
descriptors were provided by the publisher, descriptors were assigned based on
a review of the article, document, or data set and entered Into the controlled
vocabulary Ilst where necessary. Appendix C |ists the descriptors present In
the data base together with the frequency of their occurrence.



Abstract. For those documents deemed especially pertinent to the Trend area,
the revlewer prepared an abstract which concisely summarized the content of
the document. Each abstract generally consisted of four elements; (1) subject
and scope, (2) method, (3) results and (4) conciusions and was recorded on
the second slde of the citation form (Figure 1b). ExIsting abstracts supplied
by the publisher were used wherever possible. In this case, a photocopy of
the abstract was attached to the form.

DATA BASE STRUCTURE

The original contract speclfied that the data base and associated software was
to be installed on an Amdahl Model 470 computer. With the dramatic Increase
In the power of mlcrocomputers, the contractor decided to implement the data
base on a microcomputer. Since the microcomputer hardware and software had not

been selected, the oontractor requested that only the data base be submitted
In the Famulus format (described below).

UWNRIM (Erickson 1982) was Inltially chosen as the software to manage the
software on the contractor mainframe. This software was orlginally developed
by NASA for the space shuttle program and is presently avallable from the
University of Washington for a nominal fee. The UWRIM package requires a
mainframe or minicomputer for opel*a'flon. and s best suited to a timesharing
operating system. When the contractor requested that only the data base was
to be submitted, we changed from UWRIM to the DRS data management software
(Advanced Data Management 1980). This change was done for two reasons. First,
DRS is more powerful than UWRIM In managing bibliographic data bases. By
using DRS, we were able to increase the size and coverage of the data base
Instead of writing and debugging programs to manage the data base. Second, the
supplier of DRS provides extensive documentation and user assistance. since
the University of Washington Is not a commercial software vendor, WRIM Is
not extensively documented or supported.

The bibllographic data base has been output In the Famulus format (Pacific
Southwest Forest and Range Experiment Station 1971). In this format each
citation Is divided Into several flelds, and each fleld Is Identifled with
a unique label. A Iist of the field labels used In this data base is given In
Table 2. The Famulus format requires that the fields appear In the same order

within each cltation. Each record may be up to 80 characters in length. The
fleld label appears in columns 1 through 4 and the fleld begins In column 6.
If It Is necessary to continue a field onto another record, the fleld begins
in elther column 6 or column 7. |f the last word of the preceding record
ends in column 80, then the next record is started In column 7. However, If
last word would extend past column 80, the word Is split and the remalinder
begins in column 6 of the subsequent record. Also if column 80 Is a blank,

the continuation record begins in column 6.
