* Possible contamination of the cement slurry during primary cementing operations.
* Possible formation of a channel in the cement sheath caused by gas migration from
the shallow gas sand below the drive pipe.
* Possible propagation of the channel caused by thermal expansion of the cement sheath
due to the high temperature of the circulating drilling fluids.
* Possible propagation of the channel caused by mechanical vibration.

19. LIST THE CONTRIBUTING CAUSE(S) OF ACCIDENT: 

Cement sheath on the conductor casing appears to have failed, allowing a shallow gas
sand located below the drive pipe shoe to start flowing.  This resulted in gas
venting to surface between the conductor and drive pipe.

This incident did not result in any injury to personnel or pollution of the gulf
waters.
