On February 13, 2008, on the Liftboat-Juan, conducting P&A operations, at GOM Shelf
LLC,  Lease OCS-G 01580, Grand Isle Block 32,  Well No. 3, a Tetra employee received
laceration requiring eight staples to his head when he was struck by a falling
lubricator. The Injured Person (IP) was wearing a hard hat at the time of the
incident. IP has been placed on restricted office duty.

Sequence of Events:

During P&A operations on the Liftboat Juan, owned and operated by Montco Offshore, a
Tetra employee was injured. The Montco crane operator was attempting to install the
lubricator on the well, as he scoped out the anti-two blocking system failed.  When
the system failed the ball was brought into the sheaves causing the auxiliary line to
part.  As the line parted the lubricator and the ball fell to the deck of the
Liftboat.  The injured employee was in the area when he suffered a glancing blow to
the hard hat from the falling lubricator.  Injuries to the employee consisted of a
laceration to the head which required 8 staples. The employee is working restricted
duty in the Tetra office due to him not being able to wear a hard hat.
